Monteverdi used the set texts but set them to music using the new
compositional styles which he had helped to develop for his
secular music. In the Vespers he blends old and new styles and this
approach earned the work a place in history. The old was polyphonic
composition with flowing strict counterpoint, prepared dissonance, and
equality of voices whilst the new had a much freer counterpoint with
an increasing hierarchy of voices, emphasising soprano and bass.

Each movement is based on a traditional Gregorian plainchant.
Monteverdi developed these simple melodies and wove into them
a rich variety of new and old musical forms: chants, plainsong, arias,
divided choirs, sonata, hymn and motet.
